 Walk 20.7km O’Cebriero to Tricastella 

The Camino descends from the mountains through a number of small 

valleys with outstanding views. Tricastella is the town of three castles. 
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Day Five 

 

 Walk 18.7km   Tricastella to Sarria Walk  

(the scenic route via San X!!) This is the northern direct route. There are 

some incline Sections, but the views are worth it 

Day Six 

 

 Walk 22km Sarria to Portormorin  

The route today follows lovely woodland paths and tracks to reach the 

cobbled streets and churches of Portormarin. At the end of today enjoy 

the local wine and tapas.

 Walk 24.8km Potormarin to Palas De Rei  

The walk today is though the rolling green hills of Galicia.  

The history of Palas de Rei is closely linked with military  

history which is why it retains many achaeological remains.

 Walk 28.8km Palas de Rei to Azura  

Today you cross 6 shallow river valleys and then through delightful 

woodland. Melide is a great stop today to sample the renowned 

octupus pulpo Gallega.
